In the
event of power loss, the valve will automatically close.

If you have optional LED push-button controls, push the water button
once to open or close the water control valve. Blue LED lighting
Ball Valve indicates that the valve is open.

Flush the Filter Element

Frequency of Filter Element Flushing

Particles and debris are removed from water as it flows through the
filter element. The filter needs to be cleaned periodically in order to
optimize filter performance, reduce system pressure loss, and prolong
the life of the filter.

Visually inspect the filter element for material build-up. When the filter
appears to be full of debris, flush the filter.

Flushing the filter reverses the direction of water flow through the filter
element and washes debris out the flush exit at the base of the canister.

Filter Element Flushing Instructions

1. Use the optional water LED push-button control to open the
water control valve. The valve is open when the push-button is
illuminated.

2. Direct the filter flush tubing to a bucket or drain.

Frequency of Manual Cleaning

If flushing the water filter element does not completely remove debris,
manual cleaning is required.

Remove and Clean the Filter Element

1. Complete steps 1-6 of “Flush the Filter Element” on page 4.

2. Use the water LED push-button control to close the water control
valve. The valve is closed when the push-button is not illuminated.
Let all the water drain out of the filter canister.

Insert the screwdriver in the space between the opposite retaining
clip and filter element flange. Twist the screwdriver to push open
the retainining clip while rocking the filter element away from the
clip until both retaining clips are wedged open.

Pull the filter element down to remove it.

Clean the filter element with a soft nylon brush.
