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MAINTENANCE

This section describes maintenance of the following:

= solid surface countertop
= laminate countertop

Clean and Maintain Solid Surface Countertop

You can clean solid surfaces with warm water and mild soaps, such as
those used for hands or dishes. You can also use non-abrasive
household cleaners such as Fantastik® and Formula 409®. Do not use
cleaning products containing bleaching agents on solid surface. Large
quantities of these agents and extended periods of exposure may
cause discoloration. Do not use abrasive cleaners (such as Comet®,
Soft Scrub®, Bon Ami®, etc.) solid surface except for removing tough
stains, minor scratches, and burns.

If a stain develops on the surface, wipe it away with soap and water or
glass cleaner. If a stain doesn't respond to soap and water and your
surface has a matte finish, apply an abrasive cleanser and buff with a
purple Scotch-Brite® pad using a circular motion. The same technique
can be used for burns, minor cuts, and scratches.

NOTE Do not expose the countertop surface to harsh chemicals. If these
_,f;-—u chemicals come in contact with the surface, immediately wash them off
k; with water, using appropriate safety measures to avoid injury.

To clean a laminate surface, use a damp cloth or a sponge and a mild
soap or detergent. Difficult stains can be removed using a mild
household cleaner/detergent and a soft bristle brush, repeating as
necessary. If a stain persists, use a paste of baking soda and water,
apply with a soft bristled brush. Light scrubbing for 10-20 seconds
should remove most stains.

Although baking soda is a low abrasive, excessive scrubbing or
exerting too much force could damage the decorative surface,
especially if it has a high gloss finish. Cleaners containing lye,
steel wool or other abrasives will permanently damage any
laminate surface.
