Before You Begin
• Clear the room of all debris and thoroughly clean the floors.

• Check with local building and code authorities about installation requirements specific to your location.

NOTE Information that is critical to a successful installation is shaded like this note throughout the guide.

WARNING Failure to install the A-dec Inspire 393 Console as described in this installation guide may cause 
the unit to collapse, resulting in serious injury to personnel.

WARNING Two people should install this cabinet to avoid personal injury.
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Recommended Tool
• 7/16" socket and ratchet

1 Remove the items from the pallet and cabinet.

2 Pull up at the back of the hinge to remove the doors.
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3 Remove the drawers.

1 Pull the drawer out to the stop.

2 Lift the front of the drawer, pull out, then down.

5 Use a 7/16" socket and ratchet to remove the anchors securing the cabinet to the pallet. Lift and pull the
anchors to remove them from the feet. 

4 Remove the false bottoms. 
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Recommended Tools
• Level

• 5/16" socket and ratchet with extension

1 Place the cabinet in position against a wall.

2 Use a four-foot level to identify the high point of the floor by the cabinet, for both side to side and front to back.

TIP For a frame of reference while leveling, mark the high spot with a piece of tape in front of 
the cabinet.

NOTE Read all of the steps on the next two pages before beginning the leveling procedure.
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4 Work from side to side and end to end. Adjust the 
leveling screws to raise cabinet sections until they are 
even with the high point and the entire cabinet is 
level.

3 Starting at the ends of the cabinet, use a 5/16” 
socket and ratchet (with extension) to adjust the 
leveling screws as needed. 

CAUTION When adjusting the leveling screw, 
be sure to use a 6-point socket. 12-point 
sockets can damage the screws.

CAUTION To maintain the complete look and 
functionality of the cabinet, do not raise the 
cabinet more than 3/4" (19 mm).

NOTE Continue to alternate side-to-side and 
end-to-end adjustments during the entire 
leveling process.

NOTE Extend the leveling screw to raise the 
cabinet.

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5 Use a level on the bottom edges of the side panels to make sure the cabinet is level. 

7 Once the cabinet is level, make sure all of the leveling screws are touching the floor.

TIP To check that the leveling screw is touching the floor, try to slide a piece of paper under it.

6 Use a level on the countertop to check the counter is flat. 
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Use the number of anchors appropriate for the location and configuration of the cabinet.

Examine where the wall meets the pre-drilled holes in the cabinet’s stringer. That is where you install the anchors. If 
there is a gap between the wall and the cabinet, use shims when securing the cabinet to fill the gap.

Depending on the cabinet’s location, the pre-drilled holes in the stringer may be in front of a stud or just the wall.

Complete the instructions for each hole for what the fastener will secure into:
Secure the Cabinet to the Wall into Metal Studs or No Studs . . . . . . . . . .  9
Secure the Cabinet to the Wall into Wood Studs  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  12

READ THIS! A minimum of two anchors are required to secure the cabinet. Additional anchors might 
be necessary depending on the seismic requirements for the installation. Consult A-dec customer 
service for additional details.

NOTE  For cabinets with more than two pre-drilled holes, install the anchors in the outermost holes 
if possible.

• 7/16" socket and ratchet

3 Push the catch fully through the holes in the wall and stud.

2 Hold the metal catch of the toggle anchor flat against the plastic strap. 

1 Use a 1/2" drill bit through a pre-drilled hole in the stringer to drill a hole into the wall.
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4 Pull the handle of the toggle anchor straight out.

5 Slide the plastic cap down the plastic strap 
until the cap is flush with the wall.4

6 Rock the strap side to side, snapping it off at the wall.

7 Install the flat washer and flange washer 
on a 1/4-20 x 3" hex bolt.

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10 Check by the anchor to see if there is a gap between the 
wall and the cabinet. If there is a gap, hang U-shaped 
shims over the toggle bolt to fill the gap.

CAUTION If there is a gap between the wall and 
the cabinet, install a shim over the bolt securing 
the cabinet to a stud/wall to prevent damage to 
the equipment when tightening the bolt.

8 Insert the 1/4-20 x 3" hex bolt and washers into the hole 
in the toggle bolt and start its installation by hand.

CAUTION To prevent stripping the bolt, begin 
its installation by hand.

9 Use a 7/16" socket and ratchet to lightly tighten the bolt 
until the cabinet touches the wall.

11 Use a 7/16" socket and ratchet to fully tighten the 
hex bolt.

12 Repeat steps 1-11 for each anchor to be installed.

13 Install caps over the anchors securing the cabinet to the wall.

5/16 x 4" Lag Bolt Actual Size

1 Install a flange washer on the 
5/16 x 4" lag bolt.

2 Insert the lag bolt and washer through a pre-drilled 
hole and use a 7/16" socket and ratchet to lightly 
tighten the bolt until the cabinet touches the wall.
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5 Repeat steps 1-4 for each anchor to be installed into a 
wood stud. 

6 Install caps over the anchors securing the cabinet to the wall.

4 Use a 7/16" socket and ratchet to fully tighten the 
lag bolt.

3 Check by the anchor to see if there is a gap between the 
wall and the cabinet. If there is a gap, hang U-shaped 
shims over the lag bolt to fill the gap.

CAUTION If there is a gap between the wall and 
the cabinet, install a shim over the bolt securing 
the cabinet to a stud to prevent damage to the 
equipment when tightening the bolt.

Install the Drawers

1 Pull out the drawer slides.

2 Place the drawer aligned with the 
extended slides then insert the drawer 
onto the slides.

3 Push the drawer in and ensure that it is 
engaged with both slides. Confirm the 
drawer moves smoothly through its full 
range of motion.
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Adjust the Drawer Faces
Adjust the face of the drawers to align them properly.

Recommended Tool

• #2 Pozidriv® screwdriver

CAUTION To avoid damaging the screws, use a #2 Pozidriv® screwdriver to adjust the screws that move the 
drawer faces.

1 Remove the covers on both sides of the drawer.

3 Side to Side: On both sides, adjust the screws closest to the face of 
the drawer. Make sure to move both screws in equal increments.
The direction shown moves the drawer face to the right.

4 Front to Back Tilt (Gallery Rails only) - Slide the covers 
and rotate the barrels.

2 Up and Down: On both sides, adjust the screws closest to 
the back of the drawer.

TIP Use two screwdrivers at the same time to move the 
face more easily. 
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Install the Doors

1 Insert the door hinge onto the front catch of the hinge mounting plates.

2 To lock the hinge in place, press the back of the hinge onto the hinge plate.

CAUTION To avoid damaging the screws, use a #2 Pozidriv® screwdriver to adjust the door hinge screws.

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Install the Backsplash

Recommended Tool
• Blue painter’s tape

WARNING Keep the area on the top of the cabinet clean for how long the manufacturer recommends for 
the silicone to set. If debris falls into this area before the silicone is set, it can compromise the look and 
function of the silicone.

1 Approximately 1/8" (3 mm) from the bottom of the backsplash run a strip of blue painter’s tape that runs 
the length of the backsplash.

1/8" (3 mm)
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4 Remove the backsplash from the wall and on the back of the backsplash, place a dollop 
of silicone every 8" (203 mm) or so along its length.

5 Place the backsplash back in position, centered on the cabinet, with the silicone toward 
the wall, then press it firmly against the wall.

2 Position the backsplash on top of the countertop and against the wall.

3 Approximately 1/8" (3 mm) from the bottom of the backsplash run a strip of tape on the countertop that runs 
the length of the countertop.

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Install the Faucet (optional)
If your system includes a faucet, see the manufacturer’s installation instructions that ship with the product.

7 Remove the tape.

6 In the gap between the backsplash and countertop, run a bead of silicone the length of 
the backsplash and smooth it into the gap.
